Dr. Shay has made 

several trips to Gaza to serve in the hospital there. This letter was written in recognition of the gift we made 

on July 17th, the proceeds coming from this past Lenten Friday Soup Night raffle. 

As you can see, the money is going to their Humanitarian Aid Program. You may have heard how the only 

Catholic Church in Gaza (Holy Family) was hit by an Israeli shell on July 17, killing two people. Pope Leo 

renewed his desire for peace and a ceasefire. Let us pray that the money goes to aid the people caught in 

the midst of that terrible conflict, 

and that true peace will reign. 

Thank you for being present at the 

Soup Nights and for sharing your 

treasure with the Church, making 

good works like these possible.

Have you activated your account on REALM yet? 

The Parish have been encouraging all parishioners to 
activate their account on Realm which was launched last 
year. Why should you bother? It’s great for parish use, but 
what is the benefit for you personally? 

 Easily manage your giving. Whether you support the 
parish online or by cash or check, Realm provides 
ready access to your donation history. If using the 
online method, it’s easy to make a one-time payment 
for a special event or change your amount. 

 Ensure your information is current. If you have moved 
or changed your hone number or email since you first 
registered at the parish, did you notify the parish office? 
Check your record and make those updates yourself. 
Has the parish kept up with additions to your family? If 
we missed some births, marriages, children growing up 
and out of the house, let us know. 

 If you belong to a parish group or ministry, Realm 
simplifies communication within your group (no longer 
looking up emails!) and sharing resources. 

 Access to Parish Directory. You can look up names of 
other parishioners, and depending on the privacy 
settings each person chooses, may 
be able to phone or email them.
