On the other hand, the U.S. education system emphasizes more
individual differences. Although schools in HK and the U.S. share some similarities, they also
have many differences. (In school structure, teacher’s qualification, education philosophy and
curriculum design.

The school structures of HK school and U.S. are alike. They both provide formal education
from kindergarten to high school(K-12) and have many types of schools, including public,
private and international schools for students and families to choose according to their needs.
Schools in both HK and the U.S. also offer free education from kindergarten to high school.
There are some differences in their school structure. The HK government provides 12 years of
free primary and secondary education for children through government- run and subsidized
public schools. However, the public schools in the U.S. are funded by federal, state and local
governments. The schools in HK do not provide free lunch. In contrast, U. S. public schools in
addition to free or half-price lunch and offer free school bus service to students at designated
locations.
