Draft     Meeting Notes
 October 26, 2022
 The meeting was called to order at 12:30 on a ZOOM platform Present were: Joyce Applen, Rick Fraites, and Susan Stompe. And Martha Richter Smith, MCL staff
Announcements: .none
The meeting notes of September 28 were approved as distributed.
Rich Fraites reviewed some photos of the area around Ammo Hill at Hamilton. He had watched an item on the Novato City Council agenda a few weeks earlier about potential uses of the site that is identified on the Novato General Plan as open space or park use. The area around the creek and old stands of native oak trees must not be disturbed, but the old cement bunkers could be used for a solar panel energy field. If the city constructed the field, they may be able to generate revenue. Further examination of the site identified  some isolated marshy areas.  The site is somewhat protected from sea level rise. Landfill 26 would probably not be available for solar development because the cap cannot be penetrated.A solar field on the bunkers would not be visible from Hamilton Parkway or the houses bordering the south boundary of the site.  Rick recommended that a solar field be explored.
Projects in and around Novato  
a. Novato Housing Element: -Susan reported that there is still no word on another (final) public meeting on the Housing Element. She is sending the chart of identified sites within the city for RHNA housing development to those who want it.
b. Highway 37  -The PEL(Planning and Environmental Linkages) process has been completed. The recommendation from the group participating is to use the existing right-of-way and put the road on causeways to get it out of sea level rise inundation and enable marsh restoration and advancement. The next Policy Committee meeting is on Dec. 1
c.  A Marin Creek Symposium is planned for next Saturday at College of Marin Kentfield Campus from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m
