9-Day Itinerary

Day 1: Madrid Arrival

Meet your tour director at 5:00 PM for a welcome drink at
your hotel with your fellow travelers.

Hear their stories before enjoying a four-course
lunch with wine pairings; the regional dishes will include
ingredients sourced locally. Then continue on to Valencia,
where you'll take in the sights on a panoramic tour. Enjoy
the evening at your leisure to explore Valencia's vibrant
culture and cuisine.

Day 7: Valencia & Barcelona
