Writing Submission Guidelines 
1. Article Length – Articles should be no more than 500 to 1,500 words or 1-2 pages single spaced, including footnotes. 
2. Editing – All articles are subject to editing to ensure proper grammar and citation usage. The author will be notified of any changes prior to publication. 
3. Endnotes and Citations – All citations must be in endnote form, not in the body of the manuscript. Please provide citation for all sources referenced in your article. You can refer to the Bluebook: A Uniform System of Citation or the Style Manual for Supreme and Appellate Courts of Illinois (located on the Illinois Courts website) for guidance on citation format. 
4. Article Title – Articles should include a 5 to 10 word main heading or title. 
5. Format – Articles must be submitted in Word document format. 

Additional Items to Send with Your Writing Submission 
1. Biography – You should include a 1 to 2 sentence biography about yourself and your e-mail address unless you do not want this information published in the newsletter. 
2. Author headshot – Please provide a headshot photo. 
3. Pictures, Charts, and Graphs – We encourage authors to submit pictures, charts, graphs, and any other types of illustrations that make your article easier to understand, highlight important points, or catch readers’ interests.
