Children’s Ministries Safety Guidelines for the Family Tie Dye Event  

 
Safety guidelines are developed based on the CDC guidelines and the Eau Claire 
City-County Health Department Order. This event is subject to change.  

 The current Eau Claire City-County Health Department Order currently 
recommends 50 people or less outside. Spots are limited 

 All families must register ahead of time 

 All children must be accompanied by an adult  

 Tables will be placed 6 feet apart for social distancing requirements  

 Temperature checks and health screening will take place upon arrival  

 Arrive five minutes before your designated time 

 Masks are required. Please provide your own mask. A limited quantity will 
be available at the event 

 Due to time, please bring one item per person to tie dye 

 Proper sanitation will take place at each table  

 Hand sanitizer will be readily available  

 Bathrooms will not be available in Trinity’s building 

Safety guidelines upon arrival: 

 Please park in the designated parking spots once you arrive 

 Please stay in your vehicle. A volunteer will come for check in, temperature 
checks and health screening 

 Your group will be escorted to a specific table  

 All materials will be located at your table with instructions  

 Plan for an approx. thirty minutes for your group 

 All Tie Dye items will go home with you
