Witnessing Verses

Let the person read each verse out loud.
Then ask them "What does this verse say or mean to you?"

Exodus 20 - The Ten Commandments, use these verses if they do not
recognize they are a sinner

Romans 3:23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God,

Romans 6:23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is
eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Mark 1:15 "The time has come," Jesus said. "The kingdom of God is
near. Repent and believe the good news!"

John 14:6-7 Jesus answered, "l am the way and the truth and the life.
No one comes to the Father except through me. 7 If you really knew

me, you would know my Father as well...

John 3:16 "For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only

Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life."

Luke 13:3 | tell you, no! But unless you repent, you too will all perish.

Acts 20:21 | have declared to both Jews and Greeks that they must
turn to God in repentance and have faith in our Lord Jesus.

Romans 10:9-10 That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord,"

and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be
saved. 10 For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and

it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.

Questions to ask after you have read the verses:

1. Do you believe you are a sinner?

2. Do you believe you will have to face God on judgment day?

3. Are you ready to repent (turn from sin and to God) of your sin?

4. Are you ready to put your faith in Jesus Christ, who was born of a virgin, is

God's son, lived a sinless life, died on a cross and rose again?

5. Are you ready to pray, telling God you want to repent and put you faith in
Jesus Christ? If they say yes, let them pray.

Point out where you think you are spiritually on the timeline.
What questions do you have?

What is your next step and what do you need to do to keep getting closer
to God?
