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Former FUHS student and faculty member Bill Brown was also a filmmaker. His projects include 
Dream Rider (1992), The Hidden Epidemic (2008) and The American Combat Soldier (1983).



After graduating from Fullerton in 1996, Brown attended the University of 
Massachusetts, where he became the 100 and 200 breaststroke Atlantic-10 Champion 
in the 1999-2000 season, qualifying for the Olympic Trials that same year.
