• Watch for an email that will ask you to verify your email address.

• Once you have verified your email address, you will finish setting up your contact information for the 

database.  Complete the parent & student forms and the directory & publish preferences.  You will have 
the option of keeping your information private, or choosing to publish it for the online directory.


• The PTO membership directory and calendars can also be accessed through the “Membership Toolkit” 
app. Download this app for free from either the Apple or Google stores.  Log in to your account and 
choose Milton High School. 


• If you want to volunteer, you will also have the option of choosing your areas of interest.


Signing up with Membership Toolkit is not the 
same as joining the PTO, but is the first step.  Membership Toolkit empowers us to make purchases, 
complete paperwork, and coordinate our volunteer efforts, all online; while saving you time.
