We set the Altar

Leader gets child volunteers to help spread the (1) altar cloth (purple), (2) cross and (3) candle
while explaining the meaning of the table in worship.

Child Volunteer puts out Altar Cloth- Makes the table look and feel special-can be a paper, table
cloth, placemat etc. The color corresponds with the season of the church. Our color is PURPLE
for Lent.

Child Volunteer puts out Cross—Reminds us that Jesus is at the center of our worship. The
cross in the Nave hangs above the altar table.

Child Volunteer puts the Candle on the altar and lights it—Reminds us that God is with us even
we can't always see God.
