From Alyssa Barrett: In places like Arusha, Tanzania,
where 40% of the population, primarily children under
5, were already malnourished, the pandemic is causing
even more dire food insecurity. So, during the last
several months, the ECHO East Africa Impact Center
has been focusing on health and nutrition training in
and around Arusha. More than 26 groups of women
and youth have been trained in perennial vegetable
gardening with the goal of improving nutrition through
household food production in urban gardens.

One recent trainee, Joyce Charles, is a mother,
gardener, and hard-working entrepreneur. “We

were taught how to produce and prepare perennial
vegetables which are high in vitamins and nutrients,”
Joyce said. “Through this training, | will be able to
produce these vegetables for my family’s use and also
for sale. This will increase my income because during
the dry season, it is difficult to find fresh vegetables.
Perennial vegetables, though, produce throughout the
