
ST. BEDE’S UPDATED HOLY WEEK SCHEDULE 2021 
 
[In-Person, Outdoor Complement to Palm Sunday] 
Saturday, March 27th – Noon – The Liturgy of the Palms 
Join others in-person and outside as we bless Palms for use in the Liturgy of Palm Sunday.  Palms will 
then be available for pick-up the rest of the day and on Sunday. This is a short liturgy (15-20 minutes) 
and we imagine people will stand – bring a chair if you need one. 
 
Sunday, March 28th – 10 am on Zoom – Morning Worship for the Sunday of the Passion: Palm 
Sunday  
Bring your palm branches or any beautiful branches that you cut from your own yard and we will 
waive them as we sing “All Glory, Laud, and Honor”.  Then, we’ll be led by the youth of St. Bede’s in a 
dramatic reading of the Passion Narrative from Mark’s Gospel as we pray and enter solemnly into 
Holy Week 
 
During Holy Week – Personal Pilgrimages to Pray in the Nave [REGISTRATION REQUIRED] 
Look for published times to register to come back inside the building at St. Bede’s for personal prayer 
and meditation “pilgrimages” in the Nave. 
 
Thursday, April 1st – 7pm on Zoom – Compline for Maundy Thursday  
On this night when Jesus gave his disciples the New Commandment to “Love one another as I have 
loved you” we will gather online for Compline with a sermon and prayers and music. 
 
Friday, April 2nd - The Liturgy of Good Friday will debut on YouTube at 10 am  
Join us for the Liturgy of Good Friday where we hear the Passion Narrative as recounted in John’s 
Gospel.  Four members of St. Bede’s will offer meditation on the Passion of Jesus.  We will also pray 
the Solemn Collects of Good Friday. 
[This pre-recorded liturgy will be available to pray from YouTube at your convenience.] 
 
[In-Person, Outdoor Complement to the Liturgy of Good Friday – REGISTRATION REQUIRED] 
Friday, April 2nd – 3 pm – Creekside Veneration of the Cross with Prayers 
Join others in-person and outside at the time of the historic death of Jesus to hear the crucifixion 
narrative read again, spend an extended time together in silence in veneration of the cross, and pray 
the Good Friday collects.  Please bring your own seating. 
 
Sunday, April 4th – 10 am on Zoom – Morning Worship for the Feast of the Resurrection: Easter Day 
We celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus Christ with Hymns, Prayers, a Choir Anthem, Sermon, and the 
Consecration of Holy Eucharist that will be shared later outside.  There will also be time for pre- and 
post-worship fellowship.  Dust off your seersucker suits and all of those wonderful Sisters of Bede 
Fascinators and join us! (pajamas and sweatpants are also still appreciated during online worship) 
 
[In-Person, Outdoor Complement to the Feast of the Resurrection – REGISTRATION REQUIRED] 
Sunday, April 4th – 3 pm – Easter Creekside Communion 
Join others in-person and outside to share in receiving Easter Holy Communion (in one element only – 
bread).  This sharing of communion is intended to be an extension of our online morning worship to 
allow for communion as part of our fuller Easter celebration.  At this afternoon offering, we will hear 
the Easter Gospel, pray, and share Holy Communion.  [Unfortunately, opportunities for singing and 
for extended fellowship before or afterwards are still not allowed for at this time.]
