SNAP Benefits

In Alabama, a network of 8 food banks and 1,700+ local food pantries
help bridge the gap for families and individuals facing hunger. The
Alabama Department of Human Resources has provided guidance that
USDA is suspending all November 2025 benefit allotments until federal
funding is provided, or until USDA directs State agencies otherwise.

* Even though no new benefits will be issued during the suspension;
individuals can still apply for SNAP benefits during this suspension.

* Current SNAP recipients must continue to recertify, report, and submit
documentation as usual so that benefits can be issued promptly
once funding resumes.
