Trent Horn After his conversion to the Catholic 
faith, Trent earned master’s degrees in the fields 
of theology, philosophy, and bioethics.

Bishop John Keenan was nominated as Bishop 
of Paisley, by Pope Francis, on 8th February 2014 
and was ordained as the fifth Bishop of Paisley on 
19th March 2014 by Archbishop Philip Tartaglia, 
the Archbishop of Glasgow and his predecessor in 
Paisley.  He was appointed as Vocations Director of 
the Archdiocese of Glasgow 2013-2014.

Fr. Paul Sullins is a Senior Research Associate of 
the Ruth Institute. He recently retired as Professor 
of Sociology at Catholic University of America. Fr. 
Sullins is a leader in the field of research on same-sex 
parenting and its implications for child development. 
He has written four books and over 100 articles, 
reports, and essays on family, faith, and culture.

John Grabowski, Ph.D. earned his B.A. in 
theology at the University of Steubenville and 
his Ph.D. at Marquette University. For the last 
twenty-eight years, he has been on the faculty of 
the Catholic University of America in Washington, 
D.C. where he is currently Associate Professor of 
Moral Theology/ Ethics.
