Our business, Optimum Health, is looking for innovative ways to stay connected and give back to the to the community 

during the pandemic. As you probably know already, food security is becoming a significant issue across the country, and 

even in our own community. While our Food Bank is not reporting massive shortages right now, the demand is 

overwhelming the supply most everywhere, and our location is not immune. We think we can not only raise funds for 

vulnerable members of our community but do so by getting strong community recognition with minimal investment for 

our businesses.  

We plan to launch a community fundraiser soon, with proceeds going to the CW Food Bank. We do not have all the 

details yet but are looking for businesses interested in participating in this venture.

It is difficult to raise funds during these times, so we developed a plan whereby donations as small as $2 (crowd funding 

via Go Fund Me) enter participants for a chance to win prizes donated by local businesses. More entries are given for 

bigger donations, to help incentivise larger amounts given. We think a lot of our community would rally behind this type 

of campaign, causing it to be shared widely, and thus give the businesses spearheading the initiative good recognition. 

In summary, we are looking for prize donations from local businesses, which will entice community members to donate 

funds to the initiative, and in turn, gain these businesses marketing and recognition. We see this is a major community 

win-win.
