The same 
lyrical quality of her award-winning poems breathes life into her fiction that 
expands into the realms of mystery, the elusive, and the liminal. In this novel, Anna 
Grace O’Neill’s journey from Charleston, South Carolina, to the wild Atlantic coast 
of Ireland is more than travel. With every mile, she drifts deeper into myth, 
memory, and subtle but undeniable transformation. The natural landscape isn’t just 
a backdrop – it’s a character. It isn’t about just crossing oceans. It’s about honoring 
the universal threads that pull us where we need to be. Whether you’re a fan of 
literary fiction or magical realism or crave a story that stirs your spirit, you’ll find a 
kindred voice here.
