Looking Ahead at PVUMC

Lent 2019 Prayer and Meditation Experiences

Lent is an opportunity to deepen our spiritual lives and relationship with
God. It’s a time to slow down and pray. On Sundays during the season
of Lent, the Worship, Music and Fine Arts Ministry Team invites you to
write your prayer intentions and place them among the stones around
the altars of the sanctuary and the chapel. They will be prayed over by
the pastors during the week. The Learning and Living Ministry Team
invites you to explore other meaningful traditions during Lent to help
your prayer life and spiritual journey, including:

1) Sunday, April 7: Light a Candle and Say a Prayer - Visit the table
outside the sanctuary before or after the 9:30 am worship service to
light a candle for someone. Write a prayer and drop it into the prayer
jar. The jar will be kept at the altar during the weeks of Lent.

2) Visit Canaan in the Desert Stations of the Cross - Did you know
there’s a Lutheran Abbey nearby? The sisters at Canaan in the Desert
maintain a beautiful and tranquil Stations of the Cross experience on
their lush desert grounds. It is private and free. Just park and take your
time strolling and resting at the stations. This Abbey is located at 9849
N 40th St, Phoenix, AZ 85028 (south of Shea). Read more at their
website before you go at http://canaaninthedesert.com/.

3) Take a Labyrinth Walk - The Labyrinth Prayer walk is an ancient
Christian practice of pilgrimage. You’re invited to walk the labyrinth on
the south end of the church campus, or explore other venues. There are
beautiful labyrinths on the grounds of the Franciscan Renewal Center
and Saint Barnabas on the Desert Episcopal Church. Visit pvumc.org/
labyrinth/ to read about our labyrinth and find guidance on how to
walk a labyrinth.
