Coyotes play an important role in the ecosystem, helping to keep rodent populations under control. They
are by nature fearful of humans. Help prevent human-coyote conflicts:

e If followed by a coyote, stop moving and turn around to face the coyote. Make noise/use a water
gun with vinegar/throw rocks or sticks, etc. as you slowly step toward the coyote. The coyote
should flee, but if the coyote does not leave, continue facing and slowly back away while making
noise until the coyote leaves or you move out of sight.

e Never feed or attempt to tame coyotes. The result may be deadly conflicts with pets or livestock,
or serious injuries to small children.

e Do not leave small children or pets outside unattended.

e Trim ground-level shrubbery to reduce hiding places. You may also spray the area with vinegar,
as the strong smell is a deterrent for coyotes.

e Be aware that coyotes are more active in the spring, when feeding and protecting their young.

e At the PARKS, please be sure to take your trash home after using the grills for events. We don't
want to leave dinner for the coyotes!
