Because of concerns about the coronavirus…

PLEASE READ THESE KITCHEN HYGIENE INSTRUCTIONS FIRST

Store coats, purses and other belongings outside of the kitchen, away from food preparation areas.

Anyone in the kitchen must thoroughly wash their hands upon entering, and again after using the restroom, as well as often during preparation and serving. Avoid touching your face or eating while working in the kitchen. (People who come in to hang out should also wash hands thoroughly.)

Sanitize the kitchen before handling food or dishes. Sanitize: all countertops, faucets, all cabinet knobs and doorpulls, handles and other areas of frequent contact on the refrigerator, stove, microwave, dishwasher, coffee pots, etc. (See separate sheet for sanitizing spray options.)

Sanitize tables before setting them and again after clearing the table. 

Microwave sponges for two minutes. Any dish brushes in the kitchen can be soaked for a minute in a bleach solution.

Soak dishes too large for the dishwasher in very soapy water or scrub with a soapy brush/sponge for at least 20 seconds. During the period we are concerned about the coronavirus, please do not use wooden or plastic dishes or utensils. (They are not as easy to sanitize.)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Let dishes air dry. Do not use hand towels to dry dishes. 

Separate sink use. Use the sink on the outside wall for washing dishes and hands; use the sink by the door for filling pitchers or pots with water. 

Remove all dishtowels and wash them within a short period of time. For the moment, most people feel tablecloths should be avoided.

No leftover food items are to be left in the refrigerator, freezer, counters, cupboards, or pantry. All foods prepared for an event must be consumed at the time of the event, distributed among the people using the kitchen, or taken home by the event holder.

Optional:
Delegate one of the team to serve coffee and hot water, reducing multiple hands on the pots.




Sanitizing Spray

We need to identify a cabinet above children’s height where these will be stored.

Option 1: Isopropyl alcohol

Option 2: bleach solution:
· Put 32 oz. cold water into spray bottle.
· Using the measuring spoon attached to the bottle, measure 1 tablespoon of bleach, and mix with the water.
· Rinse the spoon in clean water and re-attach to bottle.
· Effectiveness of spray does not last during long storage; discard leftover spray before your group leaves.
