The Greek word for 

counselor is “parakletos” which means someone who is 

called in. The Greeks used this word in various ways, such as 

a person called in to give a witness, an advocate to plead the 

cause of someone, an expert called in to give advice in some 

difficult situation, or a person who brings encouragement 

and joy to those experiencing depression or despair.  

Beloved, the Holy Spirit does this and more. He convicts us of 

sin (John 16:8). He takes residence in us and seals us (1 Cor. 

6:19, Eph. 1:13). He empowers and leads us (Acts 1:8, Gal. 

5:16-18). He transforms and produces the character of Jesus 

in us (Gal. 5:22-23). He is the Gift-Giver (1 Cor. 12:4-11). He 

intercedes for us (Rom. 8:26-27), and most of all, He glorifies 

Jesus in all He does.
