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Diane Dulin is an ordained
minister of the United
Church of Christ, having
served churches as Pastor in
California and Oregon for 34
years. Following her
retirement from pastoral ministry in 2014, she spent
two years as Director of Church Participation for
Kairos USA, a non-profit organization dedicated to
human rights in Palestine and Israel.

Between 2011 and 2018, Diane traveled six times to
Palestine-Israel. For two of these trips, she served as
a designated UCC & Disciples of Christ Global
Ministries Volunteer in Mission, working under the
auspices of the YWCA of Palestine.

During 2011-2017, Diane served on the Steering
Committee of United Church of Christ Palestine-Israel
Network (UCCPIN), and during 2014-2019 she served
as Chair of the Central Pacific Conference Palestine-
Israel Network (CPCPIN).
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Tom is a former program
manager for Hewlett-
Packard Company and
served for three years on
the Steering Committee

of the United Church of
Christ Palestine-Israel Network (UCCPIN). An
advocate for Palestinian human rights, he is the
principal author of a United Church of Christ
General Synod resolution in support of
Palestinian children living under military
occupation. He wrote and produced How Are the
Children? film and curriculum,
www.HATCnow.org. He is presently working to
educate faith communities to make a powerful
impact for peace and justice in the Holy Land.

During 2013-2015, Tom served as the Portland,
Oregon coordinator for the successful boycott of
Sodastream products manufactured in an illegal
Israeli settlement, and in 2017 he co-led a
successful campaign to defeat three bills in the
Oregon State legislature which would have
demonized persons working for Palestine human
rights.
