Two video projects are currently underway. The first will spotlight the mission programs
supported by the Permanent Diaconate, highlighting the transformative impact of diaconal
service and outreach in our communities. The second video will focus on vocations, offering an
inspiring invitation to men who may be discerning a call to this unique and vital ministry. These
videos will aim to serve as powerful tools for evangelization and awareness.

Complementing the video efforts, a newly redesigned website is also in development using the
eCatholic platform. This refreshed site will provide streamlined access to essential information
about the Permanent Diaconate, including formation programs, vocational discernment
resources, news updates, and event listings. It will serve as a central hub for both current deacons
and those exploring a possible call to this ministry, reinforcing the growth and vibrancy of our
diaconal community.
