Pull your ride into Tractors BBQ in Lamar, Missouri, and get your 

crew ready for a great meal. Owner Judy Crockett serves up quality 

smoked meats alongside other delicious made-in-house foods in a 

casual dining atmosphere. With 30 friendly employees and plenty of 

seating and parking, Tractors is the place to eat any time of day.

SMTO: How did you come up with the name Tractors for 

the restaurant?Crockett: When we opened in July of 2012, I wanted a fresh name for 

the restaurant. I thought about Barton County, where Lamar is located, 

and how it is known for its agriculture. My husband and I own a farm, 

and I got to thinking about how tractors are the lifeblood of any farm. 

Whether you raise livestock or row crops or have a truck garden, a 

tractor is essential on any farm. Naming the restaurant Tractors is my 

way of honoring farmers and agriculture.
SMTO: You have a large menu. What can a customer 

expect to enjoy?Crockett: We serve a full made-to-order breakfast until 10:30 am and 

a full lunch and dinner menu starting at 10:30 am. Our top-quality food 

is prepared in-house. We use only the best in smoked meats and serve a 

variety of fresh old-fashioned hamburgers along with a large selection 

of sandwiches and salads. SMTO: What kinds of meats do you smoke?

Crockett: The ribs are our most requested smoked meat, and we also 

serve smoked brisket, country ham and turkey that is succulent, moist 

and juicy. The meats are smoked using cherry wood, which goes well 

with the variety of meat we serve. We use our own rub, and customers 

can add the sauce of their choice from our four varieties.

SMTO: What can you tell us about your weekly buffets?

Crockett: We have a Sunday buffet 10:30 am-2 pm, which includes 

our catfish, rib tips, chicken and another meat with a wide choice of 

sides. On Tuesday night, we serve a fried catfish buffet 5-8 pm that 

includes mac and cheese, green beans and fried potatoes. We also 

serve a full old-fashioned breakfast in the mornings that includes our 

hand-shredded hash browns.

When we opened Tractors, there wasn’t 

another barbecue place around.

Q: HOW MANY YEARS HAVE YOU WORKED AT COMMUNITY 

NATIONAL BANK & TRUST?

youngster’s vision became reality. According to www.thestompingrounds.com, David Johnson managed to get four 

free tickets to a monster truck show, and he decided this was something his family 

could enjoy together. Johnson’s 12-year-old-son, Gabe, was enamored with it and put together a sales 

pitch for his father and older brother, Colby, to build an event center where they 

could invite others to host their own monster truck shows. 
Sold on the idea and Gabe’s enthusiasm, David and Colby created a business model, 

and less than a year later, this dream is real and, better yet, it’s all happening right 

here in the Johnsons’ hometown of Lamar. “This project is 100 percent funded and put in place by our primary company, 

Johnson Construction and Development, Inc.,” said David Johnson. “Sub-

contractors included Gardner Construction, Rawlings Crane & Fabrication, 

Bronson Construction, Webb Electric and Kingdom Fencing.” 
It will reach completion relatively quickly, and David Johnson said it only took 

“approximately six months.” As for the name Stompin’ Grounds, David Johnson said, “We had a little help from 

our marketing firm, Big Deal Marketing. We wanted something that was easy to 

remember and resembled the type of events we will host.” 
When it comes to the types of events Stompin’ Grounds is expecting to showcase, 

along with monster trucks, local residents and visitors can expect to see tractor 

pulls and professional bull riding, as well as various concerts.

a stroke, and a re-opening upon completion of rehab and his 

release by the doctors to return to work.
We’ve seen setbacks, but we’ve also seen a massive consumer shift toward homegrown, 

homemade and handcrafted, and increased interest in DIY arts, which has put us in quite the 

cozy niche of salvaged materials DIY art. The largest obstacle has been in steadily making 

meaningful connections with my followers.

In October 2020, I went to Iowa to set up an 
outdoor workshop in a tiny town during a 
regional festival, and there I connected with 
customers in a way I had never experienced. 
It was the first time in months I had seen a 
stranger without a mask on; people were 
enjoying gathering outside, and I could tell 
they were craving a new experience.It was different than the old two-day booth 

setup and two days of selling. On the porch of 
my friend’s cute little shop, I set up my plasma 
cutter, then cut Jack-o’-Lanterns and holiday 
designs into salvaged metal containers like 
freon canisters, fuel cans and vintage hand 
oilers. 
Small groups gathered to watch, and 
periodically, I’d shut down my machine so 
I could sell, chat and encourage people to go 
junkin’ and bring back something for me to cut. There was a Silver Dollar City vibe in 

watching me make the product that was 
delicious, and many returned for custom cuts. They brought teapots, watering cans, hubcaps, 

a car muffler, vintage oil cans, garden 
sprayers, a grain bin lid and stock tanks. I 
cut flowers, butterflies, unicorns, Santa and a 
farm scene complete with a windmill. I ran on 
a creative high fueled by constant engagement 
and inspiration.
I wanted more of that, and I began gathering 
photos to submit an application to Silver 
Dollar City’s 2021 harvest festival, but then 
my husband’s health crisis happened, and I 
shelved SDC. I became his caregiver, and it 
wasn’t clear yet if life would be normal again. 
I stayed up nights thinking about how to pivot 
my business in the wake of the stroke. I had begun following an artist who live 

streams while working on her art, teaching 
while creating. The connections with her 
followers were exactly what I’m seeking. 
Could I do that using my already-established 
online channels?
In May, I offered my first online subscription 
service. Subscribers hang out with me and ask 
questions while I work. I love the connections 
and flexibility. 
I also stream weekly from my metal shop 
on YouTube and Facebook, using my 
plasma cutter to make signs, sculptures and 
luminaries. Streaming has boosted online 
sales and custom orders for my art.My purpose is to inspire others, and the online 

space is helping me make the connections 
I’m seeking from the comfort of my home 
workshop while we navigate our way out of

Most recently, Coach Beshore was bestowed a couple of distinguished 

accolades, while being named Big 8-West Conference Coach of the Year, 

along with Southwest Missouri Football Coaches Association (SWMFCA) 

Class 2 Coach of the Year. 

While Coach Beshore is grateful, at the same time he fully recognizes it’s a 

culmination of his team’s on-field performances. 

“I was very honored to be selected for these awards,” he said. “When you are 

a part of a successful program like ours has been in recent years, awards like 

these typically come with it. It’s also a great honor because of all the great 

coaches in our area.” 

Lamar certainly did have yet another banner year, despite falling just short of 

a Class 2 State Championship with a 33-27 loss to Lutheran St. Charles in the 

title game. 

Beshore’s Tigers still had plenty to be proud about, while finishing a sparkling 

13-1 overall and going unbeaten in league play at 6-0 and ultimately managing 

a state tourney runner’s-up trophy. 

Regardless of all the awards, numerous wins and championship hardware that 

might get stockpiled along the way, Coach Beshore said, “Awards like that are 

appreciated. But, they are not my goal or measure of success. We are in the 

business of developing young people, and that is how I measure success for 

our program.” 

Coach Beshore prefers not to have the limelight on himself, and he said, “The 

players and my coaching staff deserve all the credit.

“They work hard, have an old-school mentality and are 

coachable. That is the reason the success continues for us 

here at Lamar.” 

Indeed, the Tigers just keep on roaring loudly, and Coach 

Beshore deserves his share of credit for all that continues to 

be accomplished here.

Plaza Theatre and 

Barco Drive-In Provide 

Entertainment to Lamar

The renowned Plaza Theatre, located on the 

square in Lamar, Missouri, is celebrating 

88 years as an historical venue that has been 

providing residents and visitors with motion 

picture entertainment for more than three-

quarters of a century. 

About 35 years ago, the theater was in jeopardy of being demolished, 

but current Plaza Theatre and Barco Drive-In Manager Scott Kelley 

recalled, “The Plaza closed in May 1986 after a fire in the building next 

door in December 1985. 

“Talk of the theater being torn down got a group of Lamar citizens 

together that formed Community Plaza Rescue. They started taking 

donations, buying the building and beginning the restorations in 1993.” 

In recognizing some of those with the rescue mission, Kelley 

remembered “Betty Kuhn, Kathy Jenkins, Jerri Finley, Lynn Calton 

and Richard Scroggs were board members overseeing the various 

fundraising events, starting with a new roof. 

“Pat O’Neal joined the board when Richard Scroggs retired. The 

restoration involved the whole community with Lamar Bank & Trust 

Company helping, as well.” 

Kelley, who has managed the Plaza Theatre since it re-opened in 

November 1998, worked at the business for co-owners Butler and 

Wanda Felts, who’ve owned it for 36 years, when he was in high school 

in 1978. 

In describing what makes the Plaza so appealing, Kelley said, “Hand-

painted murals and decorative features on the walls and ceiling make 

for a beautiful experience going to the movies. They don’t make them 

like this anymore. 

“We get visitors from surrounding areas to watch movies. The experience 

is so much different from a multiplex theatre, and with our digital 

projector and Dolby Digital 7.1 sound, the presentation is amazing.”

As for the Barco Drive-In specifically, which the Felts have owned for 

58 years, Kelley said it is “open from March to November, most years. 

“It’s mostly open Friday, Saturday and Sunday nights, with extra nights 

during the summer. We put in a new Christie 4230 4K projector in July 

2020. The picture is amazing.” 

Of course, refreshments are a must and Kelley said, “We pride ourselves 

on our snack bar food, including homemade chili for our hot dogs and 

nachos. 

“We also have tacos and burritos, and barbecue beef during the summer, 

as well as the best buttered popcorn in the area at both theaters.”
