Sleeve ties (to hold up long sleeves)

1. Cut two 6" circles out of fabric. L - =;4 i

2. Sew along edge of one circle using gather stitch.
3. Stuff centre with cotton and pull thread to form a ball.
4. Wrap ball with big stitches to form a puffy flower.
5. Sew pearl beads to centre of flower.
6. Thread a 10 " elastic through holes of button.
7. Glue top of button to bottom of puffy flower.
8. Tie ends of elastic.
9. Make a second tie to match.
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* These ties are multi-purpose. Just adjust the length

of the elastic to make them into ties for hair, books,

scarf or even a wristlet pin cushion.
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
