I was flying back from my wonderful conƟnuing 
educaƟon Ɵme this weekend, and as I made my way 
through security at Dulles Airport, I received a message: 
“Your flight is delayed.” Of course, this was just perfect 
Ɵming as I had just made it through security. This 
couldn’t have come to me earlier in the day where I 
could have done more exploring and then come to the 
airport? 

My plane ended up being three hours delayed which 
meant I had five hours in the airport. I was Ɵred and 
frustrated. I finally sat down at my gate hours early, and I 
took a breath.  

I recognize we are in Lent, and I intenƟonally have 
shared in sermons and worship services about having 
lost the art of slowing down. I thought to myself, “Well, 
this will preach.” I could be aggravated. I could be 
annoyed. I could be so many things. Yet, I thought, let 
me pracƟce what I preach. 

So, I took Ɵme. I took Ɵme reading the notes from the 
classes I just had about being a faithful leader. I took the 
Ɵme (shocking, I know) to read a book. I took the Ɵme to 
pray for everyone who had connecƟng flights throughout 
the day that would miss their flights; I prayed for those 
who would fly with anxiety—anxiety that comes with 
delays, and I prayed for the flight crews.  

As we prepare for the joy of Easter, I wonder what it 
means to slow down, and to have lament. Even lament 
as trivial as flying and as big as anxiety. I wonder what it 
means to lament in order to experience the joy. To 
lament in order to recognize the hope that comes in the 

morning. 

I started wriƟng this while siƫng at my gate, unsure if 
the new departure Ɵme would be accurate. 

I finish this siƫng at my desk in my study where I have a 
framed picture that a previous church member gave me. 
It reads: 

I will breathe. 
I will think of soluƟons. 

I will not let my  
worries 

control me.  
I will not let my stress break me 

I - will - simply - breathe 
And it will be okay… 

It will be okay. Breathe. The sun will rise again.
