Canada is Florida’s #1 global economic partner. According to a study published by the Canadian Consulate in Miami, trade 
between Florida and Canada is worth more than $7 billion annually, of which about $1.4 billion flows directly between 
Canadian airports/seaports and those in Florida. It is the second largest market for Florida-origin goods behind Brazil and 
its total value of exports reached over U.S. $4 billion annually.

Canadian imports from Florida have grown by over 50% in the last decade. Canada imports $3-4 billion U.S. worth of 
Florida-origin goods each year, across a wide variety of industries, including:
