Presiding Bishop Michael Curry (on health and community measures) “We are committed to 

gathering in the safest and healthiest way possible. Love of neighbor is not simply a good idea. It is 

a commandment of Jesus based on the teaching of Moses to always seek the good and the well-

being of each other.” 

 

Because St. Mark’s cares for the young, the elderly, and the immuno-compromised… because 

vaccinations are essential to creating a safer/healthier workplace and worship space… because 

our health and strength are intertwined with one another… and because health is not an 

individual endeavor… All those 12 years and up show proof of vaccination, and those ages 2 

years and up wear masks for in-the-building services. Masks may be removed by readers at the 

pulpit, altar, or presider chairs (when reading but not singing). We make available disposable 

masks for any who need them. We are respectful of those around us and adjust for healthy spaces 

between households. Direct physical contact with young children is avoided; elbow bumps are 

fine, but no hugs or handshakes. Please consider getting a booster and social distancing. State 

and health officials allow churches to determine their own mask/vaccination policies. Thank you 

for your continued support.

Children’s Summer Christian Education program begins Sunday, July 24. 

A four-week children’s Christian education program will be offered for four Sundays during the 

10:00 AM service, beginning with Sunday, July 24. Children ages 3-10 will gather in Room 18 for four 

lessons centered around prayer methods for children. Lessons will include praying the Lord’s 

Prayer, using the five-finger prayer, making and praying with an Anglican rosary for children, and 

praying with a palm-sized labyrinth. Each lesson will include a take-home activity. 

 

Music Director Search Committee Forum, July 24 

The search committee for a new music director is actively working on the process of discerning 

what type of music director will be a good fit for St. Mark’s Episcopal Church. The committee has 

met four times and each member has signed a covenant of integrity and confidentiality. Please 

reach out to any committee members with your ideas, concerns, suggestions, or questions to be 

conveyed to the whole committee. 

The committee has prepared a short survey to gather data on parish preferences for worship 

music. This survey was distributed electronically on Friday, July 8, and in print on Sunday, July 10. 

Parishioners are encouraged to return their surveys within the next two weeks.  

There will also be several forums to invite further input and discussion from the church community 

about the future of worship music at St. Mark’s and the desired qualities of the next director. These 

will include both in-person and Zoom meetings. Each forum is open to any parishioner, but some 

will be targeted to a particular group within the parish. The first forum will be on Sunday, July 24, at 

9 AM in Room 16 and is offered especially for parishioners who attend the 8 AM service.
