	 • We seek a plan that is responsible, gradual, and flexible. We want to follow the best
		  public health guidelines, take incremental steps, and be prepared to adjust, as necessary.

	 • We should consider the message we send to the community by our gathering. As an 
	  	 exemplary church, we have a responsibility to set a sensible tone for our community. If
		  an outbreak were to be traced to MBBC, it would be both tragic and damaging to
		  our witness.  

	 • The COVID-19 virus is still present among us and presents a significant threat to 
		  our membership.

	 • The longer people are together in the same place, the more likely it is that the virus
		  will be transmitted.

	 • Social distancing and sanitizing are still the only “treatments” at the present time.

	 • We seek to find the balance between living in fear and not resuming ministry activities 
		  soon enough nor being irresponsible by resuming too early. 

	 • We have drawn upon the best information available to us through our own infectious 
		  disease experts, as well as other articles, statistical data, and conversations with
		  other congregations.  

	 • We have considered the congregation’s response to our recent survey on reopening
		  the church.
