Pray for Rebecca, the daughter of Superintendent “P,” in Creative Access Country – MR. 
She has been hospitalized and is believed to have Dengue fever. Please pray for healing for 
Rebecca and peace for her family. Also, call on the Lord for His mercy as Creative Access – 
MR continues to struggle significantly because of the pandemic. 
 
Pray for Rev. Tsai Liang Zhi, newly elected superintendent of the Taiwan FMC, and for Rev. 
John Gu, president of Holy Light Seminary. Ask the Lord for wisdom as they work together 
with the Asia Area Director to build new strategies for ministry.

(physiotherapist student) serving with the ambulance service in Hungary, testing for 
Covid-19. The cases in Hungary are currently the third highest in Europe (per capita). Pray

Regional 
hospitals have received transfers and there is talk of ICU bubbles to transfer patients to 
Athens by train. Nurses and doctors are being flown in to boost the exhausted medical 
workers. Pray for God's hand of mercy to stop the spread of the virus in this city.

Please continue to pray for Nicaragua and Honduras following Hurricane Iota. The 
situation in Honduras is worse than earlier reported. Ask the Lord to strengthen His church 
as they struggle with their own needs while assisting others in their communities. Pray for 
provisions, health, peace and hope as communities begin to recover and rebuild.  
 
Pray for the annual meeting of the Chile mission district on November 28. Pastor Patricio, 
the district leader, reports that social turmoil and the pandemic have led to pastoral 
burnout and depression within pastoral families. While the annual meeting will include 
usual ministry reports, the format has been adjusted to include presentations from a 
psychologist and family counselor. Pray these sessions will minister to the pastors and 
church leader in significant ways.
