Sunday, September 5th 
 

“I pray that He may grant you, according to the riches of 
His glory, to be strengthened with power through His 
Spirit in the inner man, and that the Messiah may dwell

Pray: Pray for pastors and other church staff members that 
serve across the Dakotas that they will “be strengthened with 
power through His Spirit in the inner man.”

   *Doors will open to greater ministry on the reservations 
   *God will raise up indigenous leaders within our churches 

Act: Reach out to the pastor of one of our Native American 
churches. Ask him to share ways that you and your church can 
pray for and partner with him in sharing the gospel. 
 

Give: As you give to the 2021 Baker Missions Offering you will 
provide for Native American Ministries (25%). 
 

Wednesday, September 8th

Thursday, September 9th 
 

 

“Be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus. And the 
things which you have heard from me in the presence of 
many witnesses, these entrust to faithful men who will be

Pray: Pray for churches across the Dakotas as they develop 
believers to be leaders in the local church. Pray specifically for: 
 

   *Believers to “grow in grace and knowledge of Jesus Christ” 
   *Believers to recognize how God has crafted them to serve 
   *Believers to discover their place in their church’s ministry 
   *Believers to become passionate about sharing the gospel 
 

Act: Ask your pastor to share areas where servant leaders are 
needed. Seek from God: 1) how He wants you to serve, 2) His 
equipping to serve, and 3) a willing heart to serve.

Friday, September 10th
