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Neal D. Presa is a Filipino Pacific Islander American pastor theologian. He is the Executive
Presbyter of the Presbytery of San Jose in northern California. In this role he supports the
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pastoral leaders and members of more than 30 congregations, fellowships, worshipping
communities, and affiliated non-profit entities in Silicon Valley and surrounding regions.

Additionally, he is an Affiliate Associate Professor of Preaching at Fuller Theological Seminary, a
Senior Fellow with The Center for Pastor Theologians (Oak Park, Ilinois), and a PhD External
Examiner for the University of Pretoria (South Africa).

In 2012, he was elected the Moderator of the 220th General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church (U.S.A.), the highest elected official of the 1.9-million member denomination’s national
governing council, and, at the age of 35 at the time of his election, is the youngest to have been
elected in the denomination’s history. As Moderator, he represented the Assembly and the
denomination in various ecumenical, mission, ecclesiastical, and civic settings in 35 states and
several countries including Cuba, Korea, Lebanon, Egypt, Japan, the Philippines, France,
Scotland, The White House, and The Hoover Institution.
