WHAT’S NEW WITH CRISP <

LAB TESTING DATA:
INCONTEXT TIMELINE VIEW

In early 2026, a new way to view laboratory pRemenmene
data through InContext was released:
Timeline View. This new feature allows users
to view a patient’s laboratory testing data in
a timeline format, enabling easy
identification of data trends over time.
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By organizing data chronologically, Timeline
View allows providers to visually spot trends,
such as gradual improvement, worsening biomarkers, or recurrent abnormal
results. Seeing data in a sequence, rather than isolated reports, makes it easier
to detect patterns in results, ultimately leading to improved health outcomes.

To access Timeline View, users can navigate to the Laboratory subtab within
the Health Records tab of the Clinical Data section. Once in the Laboratory
subtab, users will see two icons on the left side of the screen to toggle between
views. Using the “List” and “Timeline” icons, users can toggle between the
classic “List View” and the new “Timeline View.” Presently, Timeline View is only
available for Laboratory Testing Data, thus the Timeline View icon will only be
visible under the Laboratory subtab.

FROM CRISP USERS

A 3-year-old patient was referred from another hospital with concern
for Kawasaki Disease (KD), a serious condition that can cause coronary
artery swelling, heart attack, or even death if left untreated. Fortunately,
early treatment is typically curative. To confirm the diagnosis, lab
results were needed—but they were not included in the transfer report.
Using CRISP, the treating physician was able to access the child’s labs in
real time while on the phone with the intake nurse. The labs confirmed
KD and the need for an urgent transfer. Without immediate access to
this information, the physician would have had to call the outside
hospital and review each lab result individually. Instead, CRISP tools
saved critical time—and the child received prompt, successful
treatment
